GUIDE

Applicants are advised to read this guide to ensure that they fulfill all the requirements in preparing applications and are familiar with CESL general policies and guidelines concerning grants. 

PURPOSE 

The primary purpose of the research grants awarded by CESL is to encourage and support the objectives of the overall CESL programme.
According to the guidelines for this project: “The creation of ECSL is intended to assist China in further strengthening the rule of law as well as specifically facilitating the growth and re-engineering of its legal system, particularly in the economic and social context”, and, furthermore, “ECSL should bring together European, Chinese and international perspectives to facilitate the development of comparative and international approaches to the study and implementation of laws and legal systems that will enable lawmakers, practitioners and scholars from China, Europe and internationally to promote common understanding, mutual respect and inter-operable legal systems to the benefit of China, the EU, the international community and world trade. ECSL should establish itself as an important forum for legal study in China, involving both the administrative and executive sides of the profession as well as the academic community.”

A research grant is offered in support of a publishable project with a clearly stated scholarly objective and a well-defined plan for reaching that objective. 

Research grants are intended to support independent research conceived and carried out by a scholar or a group of scholars. 

TYPES OF GRANT

CESL supports research in particular by offering financial assistance for travel (flight and per diems
), workshops, conferences and publications.
ELIGIBILITY OF APPLICANTS 
A research grant application may be submitted by a scholar on the faculty of a university or other postsecondary institution in China, the EU or elsewhere, or by a private scholar.

APPLICATIONS 
An application must be submitted by the applicant on his or her own behalf, not on behalf of or in the name of an institution. In projects involving team research, one person must be designated the applicant. The applicant assumes responsibility for the research and takes on administrative responsibility associated with holding a grant. 
In projects involving more than one scholar, each collaborator should submit a curriculum vitae and confirm that they have read the research grant application submitted by the applicant. The application should also state the role and contribution of each collaborator. 
In order to allow for a thorough evaluation of a research project, applicants should present a clearly defined proposal in which they carefully describe the plan for accomplishing the proposed research. A review of related literature should be included when applicable. While some types of research can be fully described on the application form, the applicant should use additional sheets as necessary to provide all relevant information. Copies of questionnaires, tests or other research instruments should be included where applicable. 
Applicants should provide a statement of the expected duration of a project and an estimate of the total costs involved. If the project for which support is requested forms part of an ongoing or larger proposal, the applicant must describe the entire undertaking in detail. Applicants must inform CESL of support requested or received from other funding bodies. 
Applicants have to submit reprints of two main publications, or, in the absence of publications, two letter of recommendation.
DEADLINE
Applications must be submitted by 31 May, 2009.

CONDITIONS OF HOLDING A GRANT 
Grants are made on the understanding that the applicant agrees to observe the general policies and procedures outlined in this guide and eventual specific conditions in the grant offer. 

In case of a grant offer which is subject to specific conditions, a grant will only be awarded after receipt of a signed letter from the applicant agreeing to these conditions. 

Unless otherwise provided in the grant offer, a research report and an itemized statement of expenditures must be returned to CESL within six months of the end of the grant period. 

A sample copy of any publication to which the grant has contributed shall be provided to CESL.

CESL reserves the right to withdraw a grant after due notice if it is found that the conditions are not being observed or if the project no longer seems viable. Failure to live up to the terms and conditions of the grant offer shall be just cause for CESL, if it so desires, to recover from the applicant all amounts hitherto advanced.
PAYMENT OF THE GRANT 
Grants are usually paid directly to the applicant. Research grants may not be used to cover expenses incurred before the date on which an award is announced. 
Per diems will be transferred upon receipt of a filled and signed travel reimbursement form together with the respective train or flight ticket (including boarding passes) and proof of the purpose of the journey (e.g. agenda of a conference). 

The cost of train and flight ticket will be reimbursed. However, the services of the CESL project office (cesl-helpdesk@jura.uni-hamburg.de) can be used for making travel arrangement. In this case, a ticket will be provided.

SUPPLEMENTARY REQUESTS 
If the grant holder requires additional funds for a project for use during the period covered by a grant, a request may be presented in the form of a letter, which should clearly justify the need and provide a break down of estimated expenses as well as a current financial statement. This request should be made before the expenses are incurred. 
REPORTS, MANUSCRIPTS AND RESEARCH RESULTS 
Financial Reports: 
An itemized financial report is to be submitted no later than six months following the end of the grant period. Original receipts should accompany the report, where relevant.

Report on Research Activities and Manuscripts/Research Results: 
A report on research activities must accompany the final report of expenditures. The report should outline the accomplishments of the research work and provide brief explanations if any research goals were not reached. A manuscript/research results should be submitted to CESL as well upon completion.
